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1. Instruction for SC/ST/OBC Candidates :  

 The candidates belonging to SC/ST/OBC/PH shall produce the required certificate in support 
of their caste issued by the competent authority. 

 
 The candidates claiming seats under OBC quota shall produce the OBC Certificate in the 

proforma prescribed by the Govt. of India vide DOPT OM No.36033/28/94-Estt(Res) dated 
2.7.97 and as mentioned in column No.3 of the schedule of the Govt. of India DOPT OM 
No.36012/22/99-Estt (SET) dated 8.9.93. Failure to produce the said certificate as per the 
above OM, candidates shall not be considered under OBC quota. 

 
1. Instruction for entry into the test: 

 
 The candidates shall present at the centre 30 minutes before the commencement of the test.  
 No candidate will be admitted to the examination hall after commencement of the Entrance 

Test.  
 Candidates are not permitted to carry any electronic gadgets like Pager, Cell Phone, Blue 

tooth etc., into the examination hall.  
 None of the candidates will be allowed in the Entrance Test with Mobile Phone / Pager or 

any other electronic devices. Violation of the instructions shall entail cancellation of the 
candidature of the candidate for admission.  

 NIUM shall not take any responsibility in keeping the Mobile Phones/Pagers or any other 
electronic devices while appearing for the examination.  

 Only the candidates who possess the Hall Ticket shall be allowed to appear for the Entrance 
Test. And no candidate shall be allowed to appear in the examination after 10:30 A.M 

 In case of loss of Hall Ticket, the candidates should contact the admission cell at administrative 
Block of the centre one or before start of examination for necessary assistance.  

 No Candidate shall copy from the paper of any other candidate or permit his / her own papers 
to be copied or attempt to give or seek any assistance. 
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2. General Instructions 
 

 The hall tickets for the Entrance Test will be issued on 29.10.2011 at Administrative Block of 
this institute from 11:00 AM onwards. 

 Candidates who are appearing and who’s names are announced in the list of candidates 
       may personally collect the admission tickets for the said examination. 
 No candidate will be allowed to leave the examination hall before the end of the first thirty 

minutes. Candidates leaving the hall prior to the end of the Entrance Test will have to hand 
over the question paper and OMR sheet to room invigilator and collect the carbon copy of 
OMR sheet and Duplicate Copy at the end of the test.  

 Candidate should sign the attendance sheet as per the instructions of the invigilator  
 Candidate shall mark their choice of answer in black / blue ball pen only.  
 Question paper will consist of objective type of questions, each having one most appropriate 

answer out of four possible alternatives. Each question carries one mark for the correct answer. 
Answer booklet will be of OMR type. 

 No candidate shall leave the room without handing over his / her OMR sheet to the Invigilator.   
 Silence must be observed in the examination hall. Any candidate found guilty of disorderly or 

improper conduct will be liable for expulsion from the examination hall and will be debarred
